High School Varsity Coaches Instruction for Online Player Tryout Registration
All coaches and players MUST be a current member of US Lacrosse through May 2009 or players from your school will not be allowed to try out.
STEP 1: 

E-mail the names of players being nominated to try out for the Women’s Division National Tournament to your sub-regional chair (this step is to verify that the players trying out are VARSITY HIGH SCHOOL players). All players MUST be a current member of US Lacrosse through May 2009 in order to participate in the tournament.
Provide the following information in your e-mail:

-your name
-zip code

-school
-phone number
-e-mail
-US Lacrosse Membership Number (MUST be current in order for your players to try out!)
- the names of the players you are nominating.  You may nominate up to 5 players and 1 goalie.  (You may petition to nominate additional players.  Acceptance of petitioned players will be based solely on the strength of your program)
Western Lower New England (Western Massachusetts and Connecticut): you should send this list to Lisa Parsons at Lisa_Parsons@loomis.org .  
Eastern Lower New England (Eastern Massachusetts and Rhode Island): you should send this list to Bert McLain at bmclain@govsacademy.org 
STEP 2:

· You will receive a link to the tryout form that you will then send on to your nominees.  Be sure to provide your nominees with your CURRENT Lacrosse membership number, telephone number & e-mail address as they will need this information to register.
· EMPHASIZE to the players that they have been invited to try out and this link is NOT to be shared with their teammates/friends/etc. Only those receiving an e-mail directly from you are invited.
The deadline for you to register your players is April 6th.  The deadline for your players to register on-line is April 9th.   These deadlines are required to give us the time necessary to get you the correct online-registration link to send on to your nominees.  The deadline for them to register is especially critical because USLacrosse needs that time to confirm membership information and respond to us.  PLEASE do not expect these deadlines to be flexible.
