· Craig Tice and Jeff Crysler spoke to the Boosters about using the stadium for sectional games as well as other non sports events.  Section 3 approached Marcellus to hold soccer sectionals.  The rental fees were too large and Section 3 went elsewhere.  Basically, the way the fees are set up now Marcellus has priced ourselves out.  

· Fees now $160.00/$320.00 per hour of facilities time.  The organization pays staff also.  

· Facility use is set up as follows:  

· Marcellus Student programs first

· Community Youth programs

· Non community use

· Fundraisers/charitable events (fees are waived)

· Craig and Jeff are looking for the Booster to help buffer these high fees so organizations can rent from the school district.  They are looking for a start up donation to keep on reserve. This will help bring events in when the stadium is free from our own activities. The donation mentioned was apx. $1,000.00 for start up fees.  The Boosters will be responsible for the concession stand with a percentage of the profits to be deposited into an account specifically designated for the field expenses.  There will be additional discussion as to what the exact percentage of the funds might be. Tonight they wanted to know if we were interested in participating so they can discuss it further at the School Board meeting.

We agreed that we would like to participate, but they would have to put their needs in writing so we can review and work out any problems.  Then we would have to bring it to a vote.

· Jim Marsh is looking for trophies and t’s for the Jim Marsh Tournament. 
· Joe Cotter has packets of lottery tickets to pass out for this year’s Lucky Numbers Game.
· John Hastings will order green polo shirts.  The old vendor price was $19.95.  Tom Brady from Fulton Screen print prices us at 3 levels: $13.66, Gilden, $17.28 $100% cotton, and $17.78 preshrunk cotton.  
· The volleyball tournament concession stand is being covered by Linda Sinay. 
· The boy’s basketball tournament is being covered by Jenny Canfield and Kathy Smith.
· The gate receipts for the tournaments go into the schools general fund.
