3-2-1 Reporting

In order to increase transparency, schools should be recording and reporting the cards of their team and the opposing team. Several groups have reporting mechanisms (ISL & WNEPSSA), but for those that don’t we should be working toward that end.  The NCAA reports to the opposing coach the accumulated cards and any suspensions on the roster. The referee gets a roster without the cards or suspensions listed.
3.2 Game Roster

3.2.1 An official NCAA game roster, including the names and numbers of

all players, coaches and other bench personnel, shall be submitted to the

referee, official scorekeeper and opposing coach not later than 15 minutes

before game time. The game roster submitted to the official scorekeeper

and the opposing coach shall include each player’s total number of cautions

and ejections in the columns beside the players’ names. In addition, the

roster shall include the name(s) and number(s) of the suspended player(s)

and date(s) of the suspension(s). The copy submitted to the referee shall

not include each player’s total number of cautions and ejections.
