


NEPSFCA Championship Games





Information Sheet

Selection:  League champion or league choice, for five “bowl” games; one-to-three “at large” schools also selected based on “second place” and “best games philosophy” with “number of times in bowl games” also considered.

Time:  1:00 p.m., unless changed by mutual agreement.

Site:  Host school will be team with best record, taking into consideration site of games in previous years, and number of times in the “bowl.”

Rules:
NCAA, with the following modifications:

a. kickoff from the 40-yard line.

b. may use up to a 2 “  tee.

c. maximum of four timeouts per half.

d. kickoff clock starts on “touch”

Length of periods:  12 minutes

Jersey color:  Home school wears color and visitor wears white.

Inclement weather:  No provision for alternate date.

Tie score:  Coin toss for first possession and which endzone – start on 10-yard line – must go for two extra points – other team has the same opportunity – if still tied, repeat one more time – coin toss loser has choice for second overtime – if still tied, tie game – only one timeout total in overtime.

Site – neutral vs. home:  if possible, we prefer a “home” team game because of the “bowl game atmosphere” that a home game creates; if a team has to travel more than 2 hours, a neutral site is needed.

Site surface:  we prefer artificial surfaces because of weather.

Site expenses:  be prepared to share the cost of the site with your opponent; we are constantly trying to minimize this aspect of the bowl games.

Officials:  to be hired by the host school’s commissioner and paid by the host school.

Transportation:  to be hired and paid by visiting school.

Police:  to be secured and paid for by the host school (preferably, none are necessary).

Game Clock:  run by knowledgeable adult, preferably an official, or kept on the field by an official.

Chain Crew:  Preferably knowledgeable adults, ideally representing both schools.

Video Facility: host school is responsible for providing space and electricity on a “tower” for both schools.

Film Exchange:  Because film exchange is not the “norm,” film exchange is by mutual agreement only.  Coaches should call each other to verbally exchange formations, tendancies, option, etc.  Calling other coaches is also acceptable.

Spotting:  head phones and “spotters” are allowed only if mutually acceptable to both teams.

Medical:  host school will have trainer and doctor in attendance, and access to local hospital and ambulance service.

Media Coverage:  host school responsible for contacting Hartford Courant and Boston Globe for pre/post game coverage.

Award Ceremony:  at end of game on the field; Championship Bowl presented by NEPSFCA or host administrator.

Championship bowls:  mailed to host school during week before game.

Bowl game name:  we name the games in honor of our most recent Hall of Fame inductees; the current names are in the order of largest to smallest schools with post graduates being a moderating factor.  

Facilities:  host school is responsible for and should notify visiting team about: dressing room/shower facilities for teams, rest rooms for spectators, parking concerns and directions, tailgate parties (involving alcohol) not permitted.

Evaluation:  included in the annual packet is an evaluation sheet, giving you the opportunity to comment/evaluate the games’ process and help us to make them better each year.

Hosting:  participants from previous years have remarked about and enjoyed the comraderie which can be generated by the host school providing lodging and/or meals for the visiting team. We encourage as much of such interaction as is possible.
